Street Children Awareness Campaign in Harare 
University of Zimbabwe Christian Union (UZCU) Charity Ministry in Partnership with ASYM  held a Street 
Children Campaign in Harare Gardens on the 1st October 2016. We thank God for the UZCU for such a 
campaign. Close to 70 street children gathered and were given food. They shared some of their plight as 
that of being raped by some people who come and pick them up with good cars. They actually talked 
about ƘƻƳƻǎŜȄǳŀƭƛǘȅΦ {ƻƳŜ ǿŀƴǘ ǘƻ Ǝƻ ōŀŎƪ ǘƻ ǎŎƘƻƻƭ ōǳǘ ŘƻƴΩǘ ƘŀǾŜ ǎŎƘƻƻƭ ŦŜŜǎΦ DƛǊƭǎ ǘŀƭƪŜŘ about 
being paid $0.50/$1.00 for sexual services to men. They said such activities put them in danger of STIs 
and HIV/AIDS. We need a lasting solution to our challenge as a nation.
